• Complete a traveler declaration 

form AND  
• Arrive with proof of a qualified 

negative COVID test OR  
• Receive a COVID test upon arrival 

in Alaska, and self-quarantine 
until results arrive OR  

• Self-quarantine for 14 days or the 
duration of your trip OR  

• Follow the work plan that your 
employer filed with the State of 
AK.
